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Listening Practise Pack: Answering Questions
This listening exercise has been produced to support you as you learn to listen with your new cochlear implant.  We have given you a pack of these exercises and you should aim to work on these every day for at least 15 to 30 minutes.  These exercises are part of the listening rehabilitation programme you have agreed with your speech and language therapist.  

· Answering questions is a challenge for your listening skills.
· It’s harder to answer a question correctly if you are just guessing what the other person has said.  You can’t bluff with questions!

· Increasing your challenge now will make your brain work much harder with the sound.
How to do it
· Practise with your practise partner in a quiet room.  They should sit next to you on your implanted side (it will be easier if you sit close to each other).
· Choose a topic together.
· Make sure you can’t lip read.
· Get your practise partner to ask you a question.
· See if you can work out their question and answer it correctly.
How to make it harder

· You have questions themed under a topic (e.g. ‘family’ or ‘holidays’).
· Having a topic gives you a clue that might help you work out the whole question more easily.
· When you feel confident get rid of the clue.  Get your partner to randomly choose questions without telling you the topic.
· Ask your partner to make up some questions.  At first choose a topic together first.  Then let them ask questions randomly.
· Reverse roles – you ask the question and listen to the answer.
· Use the conversation starter pack you have and use these questions as a listen alone activity.
