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Listening Practise Pack: Sentence Building
This listening exercise has been produced to support you as you learn to listen with your new cochlear implant.  We have given you a pack of these exercises and you should aim to work on these every day for at least 15 to 30 minutes.  These exercises are part of the listening rehabilitation programme you have agreed with your speech and language therapist.  

· In this exercise you need to listen to and repeat short sentences that get longer and longer
· This exercise will help you develop your understanding of speech (without lip reading)

· This is a challenging exercise and you might want to just do a little bit at a time
· You will not have the words in front of you to help you

How to do it
· Practise with a family member or friend in a quiet room.  They should sit next to you on your implanted side (it will be easier if you sit close to each other)

· Make sure you can’t see the sentences for this exercise
· Keep going as the sentence gets longer and longer
For example

1. You will be face to face with your practice partner as they read out:
‘I went home’ 

Listen, lip read and repeat back so your partner is sure you know what the first part of the sentence is.  If you have repeated this back correctly to your practice partner move on to the next part of the exercise.
2. Turn away from each other so you are sitting side by side but you can’t lip read.  Your practice partner will read out the first part of the sentence but again this time it will be longer 
‘I went home at 7 o’clock’
Listen and repeat so your partner is sure you have heard the sentence correctly. 

3. Keep going as the sentence gets longer and longer.  Your practice partner will read out the first part of the sentence but again this time it will be longer than the previous sentence.
‘I went home at 7 o’clock and had some dinner’
Listen and repeat so your partner is sure you have heard the sentence correctly.
